Having Remote Access capability is a great aid 
to anyone that needs to keep someone else’s 
computer  going--especially if there is a disparity 
in desires or skills to maintain a computer.  Bob 
DeGrasse, at the last CompuSIR meeting put me 
wise for what I had been looking for:  a free, 
simple, working Remote Access program.  
CrossLoop fits that bill quite nicely.  Bob was 
able to get the program installed, up and running 
by just walking me though the procedure – and I 
am a slow learner. 
 
Then, when I got home, I tried out the program 
on the dining room table with my main computer 
and a laptop and it performed flawlessly. 
 
So now, thanks to Bob, I have a new tool to help 
those that cannot wait for the Clinic or have a mi-
nor call or can’ t describe it.  Great for  everyone.  
Service for  anyone that has broadband.  Bob, 
both SPAUG and CompuSIR thank you. 
 
For years I have used PcAnywhere to view 16 
computers located in Mountain View but have 

balked at setting the same situation for  SPAUG 
members because of the extremely difficult and 
meticulous setup of PcAnywhere which includes 
the discovering of the IP address currently in use 
on the object computer and setting in parameters 
in the IP and UDP sections.  OK for a long run 
but certainly not worth it for a one-shot help ses-
sion. 
 
The CrossLoop product (free) handles the one-
on-one help situation quite nicely.  Does require 
the user to be in attendance to at least get the 
connections going.  Web Help seems to be ade-
quate.  Try it with a friend some time. 
 
I’m very happy the sound system was able to 
handle the excellent speaker last month—
especially when he stood three feet in front of 
one of the speakers with an open microphone.  
The system didn’ t even chirp.  We do have a 
place where the handheld microphones fight with 
the head-worn microphone.  I will be putting a 
table in front of the left speaker so the speaker-
carried units can’ t set up a standing wave.

Perfect Disk is a defragmenter  that, when 
run for  the first time, lets you know how 
much the Microsoft defragmenter  is not 
doing.  Each visitor to the Clinic can have a 
copy run for him or her. 
 
Windows Secrets Newsletter is the name of 
an electronic newspaper that is sent about 
twice a month and reviews the status of soft-
ware.  A recent newsletter reported on the 
testing and reviewed which anti-virus pro-
grams were worth buying and which ones to 
skip.  The newsletter personnel have the skills 
to be able to set up several operating systems 
and many anti-virus programs and then to re-
port which ones are worth purchasing.  There 
is also an optional paid section that goes into 
more detail and includes additional subjects 
not discussed in the freebie version.  The ad-
ditional amount is trivial and well worth it. 
 
In Windows Secrets Newsletter the Windows 
L ive Scanner gets a drubbing because 
Windows L ive  missed a large number of 
viruses.  Turns out that my interest in clean-
ing up a computer using Windows Live Scan-
ner isn’ t for its anti-virus capabilities but for 
the cleanup that it goes on in the registry.   I 
was having problems with crashes and insta-
bility until I started running the freebie Mi-
crosoft product on a weekly basis and lots of 
little problems seemed to go away. 
 
The latest Windows Secrets Newsletter also 
discussed the fact that flash ads are now 
bear ing malware and it appears that the 
scourge will not go away soon.  The Firefox 
add-on of NoScript is best downloaded to 
block the inappropriate responses that might 
have malware in them. 
 
I t is necessary that you spend about 5% of 
your  computer  time doing computer  main-

tenance.  Failure to do so means that eventu-
ally your computer will slow down as it gets 
cluttered with malware and files that you can 
do without.  Unnecessary files accumulate, 
adware and spyware abound, and patches get 
missed.  I f you are having difficulties, ask 
for  a remote call.

5. Jim noted that production of a new 

SPAUG CD depends on finding volun-
teers to head up and staff the production 
team. 

 
6. The board discussed the possibllity of mov-

ing the SPAUG postoffice box to another 
location, possibly Palo Alto or Los Altos. 
Discussion was tabled to the September 
meeting. 

 
7. Jim reported that he is generally pleased 

with the way the new amplifier  system is 
performing. Carl Moyer has done a good 
job of optimizing the system so that we 
have no feedback problems. Some small 
rearrangement may be necessary to prevent 
interference between the microphones. 

 
8. Maury reported on the development of the 

new website.  
 
The program and hosting site have been 
selected and the transfer of material from 
the SVCS and SPAUG websites to the new 
SVUGA site is progressing. Maury demon-
strated some of the new features including 
blogs for selected contributors, archiving 
of past documents and stories with full 
search capability, news feeds from many 
popular computer publications, and classi-
fied ads for members.  
 
John Sleeman will continue to update the 
existing SPAUG website until the transi-
tion is complete. 

My first choice for screen capture is Fast-
stone Capture, because it can capture a 
scrolling window—not just a scrolling 
browser window, but any window that is lar-
ger than what you can see on your screen. 
Faststone Capture was freeware through ver-
sion 5.3, then became shareware, BUT 
(here’s the good news) the freeware version is 
still (or again) available; get it while you can, 
at < http://tinyurl.com/28dppy > .Thanks to 
lifehacker .com for info about the continued 
availability of V.5.3

Before discovering Faststone Capture, my 
preferred screen capture tool was XnView, 
which is still my preferred image manager. 
XnView also provides some image enhance-
ment tools. More info at  
< http://tinyurl.com/4uw4ga > . 
 

When I want to do more to an image than I 
can with XnView, I escalate to Photofiltre 
< http://tinyurl.com/3ydope >or Paint Shop 
Pro < http://tinyurl.com/3tx7k5 > . XnView 
makes this escalation easy—all I have to do is 
right-click on the image, opening a popup 
window that includes an “open with”  line. 
The “open with”  popup provides an opportu-
nity to add or remove target programs. 
 
There doesn’ t seem to be enough room left 
for anything else I have on my filler list, but 
here are some strings you might want to give 
to a search engine (include the quotation 
marks)—
